SCHOOL IN NATURE (primary school children aged 11-14)

PROGRAMME LOCATIONS – Nature Park Papuk, Park Forest Jankovac, Eco Centre Zlatna Greda, Nature Park Kopački rit, Baranja region in Croatia / Danube-Drava National Park, Beda Karapancsa in Hungary

DURATION – 3 days

GROUP SIZE – 25-50

PROGRAMME CAN BE ORGANISED AT ANY TIME OF THE YEAR (RECOMMENDED PERIOD: APRIL-OCTOBER)
WHAT TO BRING – depending on season and weather conditions: appropriate (multi-layer, waterproof) clothes and shoes, mosquito repellent.

PROGRAMME:

DAY 1

Arrival to Jankovac. The programme is intended for primary school pupils aged 11-14, giving them the opportunity to examine some of the biological properties of water, sample water using a phytoplankton net and discover the wealth of the living world in the Jankovac lake. This educational workshop is aimed to raise awareness of the importance of preservation of waters as a biodiversity source, both in the territory of Nature Park Papuk and in general. In the introductory part pupils will learn about the area where they are staying, the Jankovac valley and Papuk mountain; this is followed by outdoor classes after which pupils can take a break or play at the children's playground at Jankovac. The day ends with dinner and bedtime.    

DAY 2

Breakfast and departure to Osijek and Baranja. Arrival to Eco Centre Zlatna Greda. Through an educational workshop, pupils will gain new knowledge on nature and environment protection and sustainable development, as well as on the plant and animal life in the wetlands with an emphasis on man's impact on nature. After testing their knowledge by completing work sheets, pupils will set out on an adventure & education trail where a professional guild will help them learn more in the form of outdoor classes. After this direct encounter with the living world of Nature Park Kopački rit, an exciting adventure begins at the adrenaline park. The day ends with dinner and bedtime.

DAY 3

Breakfast and departure for Hungary and its Danube-Drava National Park. The programme begins with a guided tour of the White Stork Museum in Kolked, where children will learn how white storks live, nest, feed and migrate. They also learn about flood protection systems and natural flooding, as well as sustainable management of rivers. Using a field lab they will analyse water quality. The visit to the Museum is followed by a brief walk on an educational trail and then a presentation of traditional fishing methods at the Boki-Danube side-branch. Here children can learn about the various traditional ways of fishing and fish species of this area. Return trip in the afternoon hours.
