SCHOOL IN NATURE (primary school children aged 7-10)

PROGRAMME LOCATIONS – Nature Park Papuk, Park Forest Jankovac, Eco Centre Zlatna Greda, Nature Park Kopački rit, Baranja region in Croatia / Danube-Drava National Park, Beda Karapancsa in Hungary

DURATION – 3 days

GROUP SIZE – 25-50

PROGRAMME CAN BE ORGANISED AT ANY TIME OF THE YEAR (RECOMMENDED PERIOD: APRIL-OCTOBER)
WHAT TO BRING – depending on season and weather conditions: appropriate (multi-layer, waterproof) clothes and shoes, mosquito repellent.

PROGRAMME:

DAY 1

The programme is intended for primary school pupils aged 7-10, giving them the opportunity to learn the basic knowledge of rocks, how mountains are formed, what are minerals and fossils and how are they created, which rocks are the oldest, and which ones are the youngest at Jankovac, as well as get to recognise stone characters from stories in the rocks of Jankovac. Children are guided through the entire story by the geopark’s mascot Rupko, our inquisitive little explorer. They will have simple worksheets and workshops (puzzles of continents, fossil creation) prepared for them and will be divided into several work groups. After the programme ends, games will be organised at the new children’s playground at Jankovac. Dinner and bedtime.

DAY 2

Breakfast and departure to Osijek and Baranja. This programme is a combination of active learning, outdoor teaching and exciting adventure. Through an interactive workshop pupils will gain new knowledge of nature protection, plant and animal species living in wetlands, the importance of rivers and floodlands and the connection between humans and nature. After testing their knowledge by completing worksheets, pupils have the opportunity to come into direct contact with the living world on an adventure & education trail where a professional guide will help them learn even more in the form of outdoor classes. Adrenaline park contents will provide pupils with an exciting adventure that will develop their motor abilities and team spirit. A full day of activity is followed by dinner and bedtime.

DAY 3

Breakfast, then departure to Hungary and its Danube-Drava National Park. The programme begins with a guided tour of the White Stork Museum in Kolked, where children will learn how white storks live, nest, feed and migrate. They will also be able to make various handicraft items at the Museum. After the visit to the Museum, children will take part in a programme called “The Wildlife of Beda-Karapancsa”, which includes a walk on an educational trail, bird watching and education on the local plant and animal world. The programme is followed by free time. Return trip in the afternoon hours.
